Stalker Swim Jig

A BATCH OF new slow-sinking jigs is taking jig swimming to another dimen-
sion. I saw this firsthand in March 2011.

I was pre-fishing for a Bass Pro Shops Bassmaster Southern Open at Lake
Norman with Lee King of Cherryville, N.C. One morning, King cast what
looked like a heavy white jig just beyond an underwater stump.

The jig landed with a soft “splat” and descended no faster than a Senko.

King twitched the jig over the stump and paused. I watched the curly legs of
the twin-tail grub dressing flutter. The white skirt folded back and billowed
out. Suddenly, a dark shadow with an ominous mouth inhaled the bait.

After shaking off that bass, King repeated this performance three more
times in less than 10 minutes. Although the slow-sinking jig failed to produce
for King during the tournament — the bass vacated the stumps for spawning
beds — this style of bait surely has unique applications.
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
